We also remind coaches of their crucial role in maintaining respectful and courteous behavior and their 

responsibility to guide their teams and spectators. Unsportsmanlike conduct by spectators will be addressed by 

Arbitrators and Event Staff and may lead to dismissal from the event.

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TOURNAMENT TEAM CHECK–IN

BOTH athletes must be present together in order to complete the check-in process. Athletes will not be able to 

check in without their partner.

Teams must be completely checked in prior to prior to their first match on Day 1 of their respective 

Division/Session.

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TOURNAMENT CREDENTIALS 

PARTICIPATING ATHLETES 

1. On-Site Check-In will take place at the Championship Tent between at the Virginia Beach Oceanfront.  

2. BOTH athletes are to be active Full Members of USA Volleyball. 

3. Those persons whose names appear for the pair are permitted to be on the court and utilize the players 

boxes.  

PARTICIPATING COACHES 

1. On-Site Check-In will take place at the Championship Tent between at the Virginia Beach Oceanfront.  

2. ALL Coaches must be full active members of USA Volleyball and complete all necessary requirements, 

including a USAV Background Check, SafeSport and IMPACT. 

3. Coaches must have a valid ID (driver’s license, birth certificate, passport or state/federal ID—photo ID is 

preferred if available) to obtain their Coach Credential. It is to be shown at check-in to any authorized 

representative of the Championship Committee, USAV Staff, Arbitrator or the Event Security Staff. 

4. Coaches will receive a credential and wristband on Day 1 of each Session. Credentials/Wristbands are 

NOT VALID for adults or parents of the players who are not registered as coaches.  

a. Credentials AND wristbands must be worn at all times to access the playing areas and player 

boxes.  

COACH REGISTRATION 

All coaches wishing to participate with their teams at the BNC must register online prior to the start of the 

tournament.  

Coach Registration Process: 

1. Select “Register” for the Event 

2. Bypass the “Bid Code” Section and click “Next” 

3. Insert ‘Coach Name’ into the “Player Name” field and click “Next” 

4. Complete the rest of the registration 

Coaches must have a current USAV Membership and be up to date on the following: 

• SafeSport trained 

• Background Screened 

• IMPACT Certified 

1. Coaches must register no later than one week before the start of the event. Late walk ups are 

permitted upon verification of coaching requirements including IMPACT, SafeSport training and 

successful completion of a background screen.  

2. Coaches will be required to wear wrist bands (or other designated form of identification for the 

event) when interacting with athletes and/or on the field of play.  
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3. Coaches working with more than one (1) team only need to register once per event but MUST 

identify the teams they are coaching to the tournament staff.  

International Coaches must submit a Letter of Good Standing from their federation to BeachEvents@usav.org 

before registering online. 

PRACTICE OPPORTUNITIES 

Practices will be allowed at the Virginia Beach Oceanfront on Tuesday, July 15th from 3:00 – 7:00pm and Friday, 

July 18th from 4:00 – 7:00pm. Courts will be first come, first serve with an allotted 1-hour practice maximum.
