TRANSPORTATION & PARKING 

Parking at Mira Costa High School will be very limited. Please plan ahead. We highly recommend 

and advise ride-share or alternative modes of transportation, including biking, whenever possible. 

RIDE-SHARE 

Plan to be dropped off on S. Peck Avenue near the Stadium Way / Meadows Gates.  

BIKING & WALKING 

Fans are encouraged to bike or walk to campus. Please use designated bike racks and obey all 

posted traffic e-bike safety rules. 

STREET PARKING 

Limited street parking is available in the surrounding neighborhood. Observe all city of Manhattan 

Beach parking signs and time limits.  

SEATING 

ALL seating will be general admission and first come-first served. We advise all ticket holders to 

arrive early to sit with your group. Saving blocks of seats will not be permitted.  

TICKETS & ENTRY 

All tickets will be scanned at the main entrance to the Mira Costa High School Main Gym before entry 

is permitted. Please have your mobile tickets pulled up and brightness turned up before you reach the 

doors to help keep lines moving. No re-entry will be allowed. 

BAG POLICY 

A clear bag policy will be in effect for this event, consistent with common high-school and sports 

venue standards.  

One small clutch, wristlet, or fanny pack up to 4.5” x 6.5” is allowed and does not have to be clear.  

All bags are subject to search at the entrance. 

Prohibited: Backpacks, large purses, coolers, camera bags, and any non-clear bag larger than 12” x 

6” x 12”.  

AUTOGRAPHS 

Guests must bring their own items to be signed (balls, shirts, etc.) as well as their own markers or 

pens. Autograph supplies will not be provided. Please limit autographs to one item per athlete per 

guest so as many fans as possible have an opportunity to participate. 

 



PROHIBITED ITEMS 

For the safety and comfort of all guests, the following items are not permitted inside the Mira Costa 

High School gym or campus during the event. Please note: all guests and bags are subject to search, 

and prohibited items must be returned to your vehicle or discarded; the venue cannot store items for 

you.  

• Alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs of any kind 

• Weapons of any kind (including firearms, knives, pepper spray, and any other dangerous or 

hazardous items) 

• Fireworks, flares, or any explosive or flammable materials 

• Large bags, backpacks, and non-clear bags exceeding the approved size limits 

• Coolers of any kind, large boxes, or oversized containers 

• Glass bottles, cans, or other glass containers 

• Air horns, vuvuzelas, whistles, megaphones, or other artificial noise makers 

• Laser pointers, flashlights, or strobe devices 

• Signs or banners on poles, sticks, or frames; any sign that obstructs views or contains 

offensive language or imagery 

• Drones or any unmanned aerial devices 

• Outside food & drink 

• Any other item deemed unsafe or disruptive by event security or school administration
